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EMENTA: Globalization and language education. English as a lingua franca and the
internationalization of higher education. The implications of English as a lingua franca for
teaching and teacher education.

OBJETIVOS:

To discuss the role of languages in the process of globalization (multilingualism versus
English);

To introduce the conceptualizations of English as a lingua franca and its implications for
teaching and teacher education;

To discuss the role of English in language policies for internationalization of higher
education in Brazil.

PROGRAMA:

Globalization and languages: multilingualism vs English;

English as a lingua franca: theoretical approaches and practical implications;
Internationalization of higher education and English as a lingua franca: contributions from
the ELF perspective;

ELF and language teaching and teacher education.

CRITERIO DE AVALIACAO:

At the end of the course the students will have to submit an academic paper OR a review of
a book on ELF and internationalization or on ELF and language teaching or on ELF and
teacher education.

The criteria for evaluation are: critical reflections and analysis of the topics of the course;
articulation of the readings with the ideas presented in the paper/review; appropriateness in
terms of genre, register and style.
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
